2) Not everyone is called to vocational ministry. So, what does total surrender look like for 

school teachers, business owners, construction workers, etc.?

2) What qualities or virtues, if any, do you see in them that you would like to possess?

God’s purposes. Where does boldness come from? Is it something that people just naturally have 

or is it something that can be formed over time?
